




DECLARATION OF MARGIE H. GEIGER

The statements below are based upon my personal knowledge.

I was born on March 3, 1968.

I am of Hawaiian ancestry.

I live in Aina Kea in North Kohala

5.
My mother is Gloria Del Rosario.  She was raised in North Kohala.  My father is Lawrence Del Rosario.

6.
My grandmother on my mother’s side lived in Halaula Camp.

7.
The only beach my family and I go to is the one at Pāo`o.

8.
We visit Pāo`o almost every week because it is the best beach to take my 9 year old child.  The area is clean; the water quality is outstanding; and the whole area is pristine.

9.
We camp at Pāo`o frequently.  We fish regularly at Pāo`o.

10.
My family and I have created many memories at Pāo`o.

11.
If a house were built at Pāo`o, things would not be the same.  The sense of wilderness would disappear.  If a house were built there, the coastline would lose its pristine quality.  A house would make me feel like an outsider.  Once a long time ago, we went to the beach in front of Puako and we felt really uncomfortable sitting in front of all those houses.  We felt unwelcome – as if we were intruders.  We did not have the same sense of peace that we find at Pāo`o.
